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Day 1 : Mumbai ï Amman

representative and proceed for Lunch in restaurant. Visit Mount 
Nebo, the memorial of Moses, and the presumed site from 
which the Prophet saw the Promised Land and where he died 
and Madaba, the City of Mosaics which has been intermittently 
inhabited for nearly 3,500 years. The chief attraction in this city 
is a wonderfully vivid, six-century Byzantine mosaic map 
showing the Holy City of Jerusalem and other holy sites; there 
are also literally hundreds of other mosaics scattered 
throughout Madaba's churches and homes. Later proceed to the 
Sheikh Hussein Bridge for border crossing. After immigration 

formalities, we will be transferred to Tiberias Check-in at hotel. Dinner and overnight at hotel in Tiberias.

Day 2  

After breakfast, proceed for sightseeing. 
 
 

The Ministry of Jesus in the Galilee, Mt Tabor, Haifa,  Jaffa, Bethlehem  

 

We will follow the footsteps of Christ at the Sea of Galilee where He preached and ministered as 
ΨHeΩ left Nazareth, stopping first at: 
 

 Capernaum and Tabgha ς the Church of the Multiplication 
of the Loaves and Fishes. 
 

  Then to The 

Mount of Beatitudes 

where Jesus gave the 

Sermon of   Beatitudes, or 

Sermon on the Mount and 

Mensa Domini Christi, The Church of Primacy of Peter, the place 

where Jesus bestowed St. Peter with his authority. It is believed to 

be the place where Jesus dined with his disciple's the flat rock 

known as the Table of 

Christ (Mensa Christi).  
 

Stopping at the Sea of Galilee we will take a ride in a 

replica of an ancient Galilean fishing boat on the Sea of Galilee 

where Jesus calmed the storm and walked on the water. 
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Then we stop for lunch: a ǘǊŀŘƛǘƛƻƴŀƭ {ǘΦ tŜǘŜǊΩǎ ŦƛǎƘ 
on the lake. We then go to Cana, where Jesus performed His 
first miracle, changing water into wine at the wedding feast.  
 

Nazareth, the boyhood 
town of Jesus and home of 
Mary and Joseph where we 
shall visit the Basilica of the 
Annunciation built over the 
grotto where Archangel           
Gabriel to announce that 
she would bear a son, Jesus. 
We also stop by Joseph's 
Workshop. 

 

Qasr Al-Yahud, the original Baptismal place where on the 

Jordan River, John the Baptist baptized Jesus. Those who wish to 

can perform traditional baptism in this special place, a river in the 

midst of the desert. 

 
 

Mt Tabor ς Transfiguration church  
The Church of the Transfiguration is a Franciscan church located 
on Mount Tabor in Israel. It is traditionally believed to be the site 
where the Transfiguration of Christ took place, an event in 
the Gospels in which Jesus is transfigured upon an unnamed 
mountain and speaks with Moses and Elijah.

Jaffa ς an ancient port city with its beautiful Clock 
Tower and harbor. Jaffa is famous for the activity of St. 
Peter described in Acts of the Apostles: here he raised 
Tabitha from the dead and where he had a foreseeing

We will visit the beautiful St. Peter Church, the 
house of Simon the TannerΣ ǘƘŜ ŀǊǘƛǎǘǎΩ ǉǳŀǊǘŜǊ ŀƴŘ ŀ ǾƛŜǿ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ƘŀǊōƻǊ 
Dinner and overnight in Tiberius. 
 

Day 3 : Jerusalem ï Ein Kerem , Mt. Zion. Bethlehem  
 

After a relaxing night and after breakfast, we proceed to visit the City of the Holy where we will see: 

Mount Zion, where we visit the Cenacle - the 

Room of the Last Supper and the tomb of King David. 

We also visit the Church of St. Peter in Gallicantu, 

which symbolizes Peter's Denial of Jesus as He had 

prophesied would happen on the Last Supper and the 

church of Dormition. 

 

Ein Karem ς a beautiful picturesque village, and once the 

town of Judah and birthplace of John the Baptist. We will visit the 

Church of Visitation, traditionally accepted as the place where 

Mary, Mother of Christ, came to stay with Elisabeth, mother of 

John. 

Lunch in restaurant. 
 

Bethlehem, the city 

where David King of Israel 

was born, and 28 

generations after, according 

to Mathew, Christ was 

born. Today this is where 

the Church of Nativity stands. 
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We discover the ancient city, seeing the Manager Square; 

Milk Grotto, Shepherds Field, Crusaders Cloister Grotto of St. 

Jerome and Rachel's tomb. 

           Dinner and overnight in Bethlehem 

 

Day 4 : Jerusalem ï Mt. Of Olives. The Old 

City, Via Dolorosa  

 

After breakfast we will go to the foothills of Mount of Olives, and start the Way of Grief, following 
its 14 stops. 

Mount of Olives, an ancient place of burial for Jews, 

Christians and Muslims, and a panoramic view of Jerusalem. 

On top of the mount we will visit Pater Noster. 
 

Then on to the Chapel of the Ascension and the 

Chapel of Dominus 

Flevit, the traditional 

spot where Jesus 

wept over Jerusalem. 
 

 

 

 

The chapels are built in the shape of a tear as a 
poignant reminder to this event, and then visit the Garden 
of ΨGat ShmanimΩ where Jesus prayed while Judah betrayed 
him to the Romans.  

 Visit the Basilica of Agony .Visit the tomb of Virgin Mary. 

We begin at the Church of All Nations and Garden of 
Gethsemane, where the Christ was arrested on the night before 
the Crucifixion, stop at the Tomb of Mother Marry, and being the 
ŎŜƴǘǳǊƛŜǎΩ ƻƭŘ ǇƛƭƎrimage, called: Via Dolorosa or the Way of 
Grief, trodden by the Christ and by uncountable Christian pilgrims

Follow the 14 Stations of the Cross to Golgotha, the place where Jesus was crucified marking
